1. PREVIOUS MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed as being a fair account of events. 
2. FINANCE

The club is now in possession of club ties (£15 each). Enquiries should be directed to Rob Pardon. Rob currently has some money from the sale of these that is still to be handed in.
An invoice from the County ground for winter nets is still yet to be received. MB to chase up.

ER has confirmed that he can obtain the £1000 sponsorship at any time it is needed. A letter of appreciation will be issued and the money will be ring fenced for use in the club’s next major purchase.

Mark Ferguson and Simon Legge have put together a comprehensive list of who has paid Membership fees. Pleasingly, most members have paid in full, although there are still a few outstanding, who will be notified and asked to pay ASAP. There are no outstanding problems with weekly match fees.

3. GROUND
Sightscreens blowing over in the wind is still an ongoing annoyance. No obvious solution has presented itself but KA and JPR will look into the costs of adding weight/ballast to the bases of the screens

ER has investigated the costs of getting new nets professionally replaced, and received quotes from Olympic for various improvements, the highest of which is approx. £5300 and would entail a complete replacement and extension of batting and bowling ends in both nets. Other companies are to be contacted, including JMS (suggested by JDR) to obtain some kind of comparison. EDR also suggested looking into the possibility of grants to help raise funds for this work, specifically contacting Sport England through Cliff Sims to ask for any advice or information.

The appalling recent weather has caused some damage to the sightscreens, which has been repaired, and has obviously left the pitch and outfield in a very wet condition. In light of this, SL proposed a vote of thanks to Kit Andrews for all his sterling work over the past few weeks in maintaining the grounds and providing suitable pitches for play. The committee concurred.
4. CRICKET
Excellent recent successes for both teams – the 1st XI sit at the top of Division 5, while the 2nd XI continue to push for promotion in Division 13.

With regards the lack of information regarding 2nd team results – JDR will find out the league contact for Division 13 in an effort to get weekly e-mail results/tables that can then be communicated to the rest of the club via the website. PlayCricket.com does get updated but as it is not mandatory for clubs to post their results/details it is not always up to date.

The Heyford Cricket Festival / Six-a-side tournament has been confirmed for Sunday 5th August 2007. Several issues were discussed:
- Cricket - RC has put together a format for the cricket, and is happy to manage the arrangements for this on the day. Captains are now entrusted with ascertaining availability of players and putting together their teams.
