Meeting Report:
Heyford Cricket Club Monthly Committee 14th May ‘07

1. PREVIOUS MINUTES
The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed as being a fair account of events. 
2. FINANCE

The club is now in possession of club ties (£15 each). Enquiries should be directed to Rob.

AJK has started to receive monies for match fees (£359) and annual subs (£470). VP’s monies have also started to come in.

AJK attended league’s EGM where he paid out all necessary fees including four tickets for annual dinner (two per team).

AJK has received first invoice from Wendy Allen regrading Teas.

AJK has received 51 payments for tickets for annual dinner, i.e. there are 6 outstanding. AJK will get in touch with MB to chase remaining non-payers.

Wendy Allen has indicated that she can’t provide teas for the agreed £50 and either has to increase her fee or reduce the number of people she caters for. SL will contact her to ask her to reduce number accordingly.
