1. PREVIOUS MINUTES

The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed as being a fair account of events.

2. FINANCE

Applications must be accompanied with legitimate headed invoices. Only grants of 30% are expected.

MB provided list of Presentation Evening attendees (paid and outstanding). NB: Rory Smallbone’s ticket was agreed to be paid for by the club. It was agreed that in the future people would be asked to pay for tickets “up-front”. Non-Payers will be chased.

£177 has been raised at nets to help cover the cost of lane-hire. It is expected that the club should just about break even.
